· Parent-Aide Program: Presently working with 16 families, 24 adults and 38 children.  There are 11 families on the waiting for services.
· Temporary Care Program: Children who are in transition between foster placements or have been suddenly removed from their homes by DCF and are awaiting available foster homes are cared for a Kidsafe during the day instead of sitting at the DCF Office.  Worked with 19 children during the month of March and April.

· Youth center: Working with 100+ children who visit the Teen Center on a weekly basis. 

Treasury Report: Susan gave a verbal report at the meeting, attached is a copy of the report.

Guest Speaker:   Karen Resch from Reverse Mortgage of New England was our guest speaker.  Karen spoke about what a reverse mortgage is and what benefits it may have to people over the age 62.
